With the onslaught of unexpected
landings weve experienced lately,
generally caused by low-voltage
batteries, it is a major concern and
important step in pre-flight, to check Rx
battery condition before each flight!

Always be sure to check Rx batteries
with a load on, this will save many
aircraft and what little time it takes to
charge one is cheaper than replacing a
plane!
